Conference # 1 Meeting 

The following material is due at conference # 1.  Other important documents you should read include Dale Pk. p. 17and17a and Conference 1 doc. from the on-line syllabus.

1. Source cards:


· 7 bibliography cards

· Sort these cards according to type  (books, gov. doc.s, scholarly journals, newspaper, etc.)
· APA format is needed (refer to the Handbk. and to Dale Pk. p. 11a and 17a).

· Full credit will be given if you have 7 authoritative sources.
· Prepare author credential information for each authoritative article or book.
· You should have printouts of electronic sources and should have signed out the books.

· No abstracts or book reviews may be used as sources.

· Encyclopedias and dictionaries CANNOT be used for the authoritative sources.

2. Borrowing cards:

· Read 3 authoritative sources that are at least 4 full pages in length.  
(This means 4 pages of text --  not including the works cited page.)
· Bring the sources (printouts or books) to the conference.
· Bring SEVERAL note cards for EACH of the 3 source to demonstrate that you have read and understand the material.
· Cards should reflect criteria discussed in class (refer to Dale Pk. p. 17a).
3. Research Questions:

· Write several questions about your research topic.  These are who, what, when, where, how  ideas regarding your topic.
· Put these questions on 1 – 2 notecards.
4. Thesis or Claim:

· Write the tentative thesis on a note card.  I will keep this card.
· Refer to Dale Pk. p. 22 and 29 for sample thesis statements.
5. Library Search:

· Please turn in this assignment at your conference time.
· Refer to Dale Pk. p. 8-10.
· Follow directions carefully.  
· All entries must be in APA format.
