· Content should reflect revision suggestions made in essay 2. 

· Logical organization of at least 3 reasons and all major opposing views
· Names of sources included
· Types of appeals clearly marked.  (20pts)

2.   Summarize EACH reason in complete sentences .

3.   Give evidence information. 

4.   Include opposing views and refutation . Give ALL MAJOR opposing views. 

5   Label the types of appeals for EACH piece of evidence. Use logical, emotional, and   

      ethical appeals.  (Remember that ethical means student writer experience.) 

6. Include the source for each borrowing . You need at least 7 authoritative sources which SUPPORT your side of the argument.

7. On a separate sheet, give the credentials of each source USED IN THE OUTLINE. 

8. Explain what information each source will offer. Be as detailed as possible. 

9. Include extended definitions if they exist in your paper. List terms to be identified in a logical place in the outline.

10. Be prepared to explain your ordering of the reasons in the body of the outline .

11. Be sure the outline reflects suggestions I made when I evaluated Essay # 2.
12. Bring my comment sheet and the graded draft of Essay # 2 to the conference.
