Argumentative essay on research topic  (Total of 4 - 5 authoritative sources which SUPPORT your argument.  Do not use more than 5 sources.)

1000-1200 words (not including works cited page)

Your second essay assignment is to write a preliminary draft of your research argument.  In this essay you will:  

· Construct an argumentative thesis.

· Design body paragraphs which use research material effectively to defend the thesis statement.

· Identify major opposing views and refute them with quality material based on your authoritative sources.

· Demonstrate your ability to borrow and document authoritative sources related to your research topic.

Note the following suggestions for development and organization:

1. Present the 2 most important reasons which support your research thesis.

2. Choose an appropriate developmental pattern ( A,B, or C)

3. Identify and refute 2 major opposing views.

4. It should be noted that the final research paper will explore additional reasons (at least 3 and perhaps 4 or 5) and further opposing views not given in essay 2.)

5. Strive to present your own thinking as well as your borrowed material.
Follow the format below:  

Introduction:   
I encourage you to use a 2 paragraph introduction which uses a developmental            

                          
strategy from the Handbook (i.e. define a term, ask a question, describe a scene,  

                          
etc.).   Also refer to the introd. samples in Dale Pk. p. 12-13.

Thesis:
            
Place the argumentative thesis at the end of the introduction.


Body:
            
Present 2 of the most important reasons which support your research thesis.

· Each reason should be examined in-depth.

· Try to use at least 2 paragraphs for each reason.  That means at least 4 paragraphs will be used for this discussion.
· Use 4 quality sources to support the discussion in these body paragraphs.
Opposing Views:
  Identify and Refute 2 major opposing views.

· Use sources in the refutation.


Conclusion:
   Use a developmental strategy from the Handbook.

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This argumentative essay should reflect substantial research. You must turn in a works cited page, and all quotations, paraphrases, and summaries must be documented in an accepted documentation style.  

Note Regarding Sources:

 Of the 4 - 5 sources needed for this paper, only 1 may be taken from the internet.  The other  sources must be journal, magazine, or news articles, books, interviews, or government documents.

 If you use a book that is a collection of essays by different authors, you may use 2 different authors and count them as 2 separate sources.  The other  sources needed for this paper must come from DIFFERENT books, journals, web sites, etc.

 Individual web sites count as ONE source, regardless of the number of authors used in that site.

 Dictionaries and encyclopedias may be used for definitions and background, but will not be counted as part of the 4 - 5 sources needed for this paper.

 If you use a book that is NOT a collection of essays or a very long gov. doc. (40+ pages), print/photocopy the borrowed pages and  2 pages BEFORE and 2 pages AFTER the borrowed pages.

On the due date, use a pocket folder and turn in the following:

· Eval. form pp. 33a-b

· Final draft of your paper

· Indicate the argumentative pattern used – A,  B,  or  C.

· Underline or highlight the thesis.

· Photocopies of COMPLETE articles from which you borrowed.  Photocopies should be clearly labeled with title, author, page numbers, URL’s, and access date.
· Pages of individual articles should be stapled. 
· Photocopies should be alphabetized and follow the order of the works cited  page.

· Borrowings should be color coded on the photocopies. (Yellow quotations, pink paraphrases, and orange summaries.)

· Place an asterisk beside each authoritative source on the works cited page.
